








ers, A small 4/C dodger, 18-inch leader and
a No.2 hook with a threaded nightcrawler is
also a deadly technigue. The dodger’s side-
to-side motion causes the nightcrawler 1o
surge, creating an enticing swimming ac-
tion. Lures such as Pro Secret, Triple Teaser
and Needlefish are also very productive.
Using a scent seems to cause things to
happen when fishing is slow. Fish-attract-
ing scents create s¢ent paths and mask
human odors, and may cause fish to hold
on to an actificial lure longer. it might be
necassary Lo vary technigues often as these
fish are so wary that what works today
might not raise a bite tomorow.
Sideplaners can drastically increase
odds of success by enabling you to place
terminal offerings weli 1o the side of the
boat. Fifty percent of the depth of tagle
Lake is water 20 feet deep or less, 5o as the
boat passes over fish holding in this shal-
oy waler or near the surface, they move
guickly out of the way to the side. When
lures or bait are also out to the side, rrolled

behind a sideplaner instead of behind the
boat, odds of hooking more fish increase.
One of our favorite technigues is to use
Berkley Power Grubs or Sep's scented
trolling grubs in white, black, or bright or-

ange, slow-trolled "bare” or run behind 4/0
dodgers, or flashers. Grubs imitate min-
nows and freshwater leeches and are
proven enticers, especiatly if fishing gets
tough, -Sep & Marilyn Hendrickson
